
Premium Backlit Remote Control for 
Vantiva UCW4026MCS AEP1 Set-Top Box

DT-AEP1-REMOTE

Step 1: Install Your Batteries
1. Remove the battery compartment cover located on the back of the remote control.
2. Insert two new AAA batteries, ensuring the polarity (+ and –) matches the diagram 

inside the compartment.
3. Replace the cover securely.

Note: If the remote does not respond after installation, try replacing the batteries or 
checking their orientation.

Battery Failure Indication: When the battery voltage is low and needs replacement, the 
red LED will flash three times.

Step 2: Program TV Instructions
1. Turn on your television.
2. Hold down MUTE + OK buttons on the remote until the POWER button 
     LED remains lit red.
3. Type in the four-digit code from the attached list for the brand of TV use are trying 
     to program, then press OK.
Note: When entering the four-digit code, the TV may turn itself o� immediately after the 
fourth digit is entered, before you press OK. This means the code worked. You must still 
press OK for the remote to save the code.
4. Press the POWER button to turn TV o�. If TV doesn’t turn o�, repeat STEPS 2 and 3 
     until you find a code that works. 
5. Your remote is now programmed to control your TV. Write down or circle code on 
     list for future reference.
Tip: If the TV turns o� but the volume buttons don’t work, try another code till all TV 
buttons work. 

Step 3: Factory Reset
1. Press and hold the HOME and 0 keys simultaneously for 4 seconds. 
2. When the LED blinks five times, the remote control has been successfully reset to 

factory settings.

Note: DT-AEP1-REMOTE remotes are not compatible with TCL Fire TVs. Using them 
may trigger unintended commands (e.g., volume buttons entering numbers). 
Use only the TCL Fire TV remote.
